Homework and Make-up Work

The amount of homework depends upon the course and class level. When a homework
or class work assignment is missed because of an excused absence, it _is the
responsibility of the student to meet with the teacher upon return to arrange make-
up work. As a guideline, the student has the number of days missed, plus one day, to
make up the work. Students are expected to take previously announced/scheduled tests
or quizzes given during an absence on the day they return to school. This includes tests
that are given on the day the student returns.

Students with unexcused absences receive a zero on any assignment missed and are not
allowed to make up the assignment. Note that pre-assigned papers, projects, etc., are
not classified as make-up work. Any exception to this policy must be handled by the
grade-level principal.
