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PREFACE

Congratulations! You have been chosen to be a student at the Center for the Arts, or to continue your education, concentrating in Dance, Theatre, Visual Arts, or Musical Theatre. You are starting an intense year designed to provide in-depth training at a level that individual high schools cannot provide.  During this year you will work with instructors who will assist you with your professional and artistic goals.  In addition, you will participate in intellectual activities that involve artistic creativity, sequencing, problem solving, decision-making, analyzing, evaluating, physical training, and aesthetic literacy.  You will be working with others, increasing your capacity for divergent thinking while developing skills for working in-groups.

You will have opportunities to share your talents and skills with others in the general public, schools, and media.  Your performances will be based on curricular studies and will be used as a method to assess learning.

The CFA expects you to excel in your academic growth by making and maintaining high grades in all your classes.  Daily attendance is essential to your academic and artistic success.

This handbook has been designed to describe general operating procedures for the Center for the Arts in addition to specific information, rules, and regulations.  Please read this carefully as it is the responsibility of each student to know and understand the information contained in the handbook.  You are asked to sign a statement about the handbook on the permission page.

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There will be no gum, food, or drinks allowed in any part of the Center for the Arts except for special performance occasions, or at the discretion of the teachers.  Students should not expect to eat in the theatre, auditorium, dance studio, art studios, or classrooms.

CFA OFFICE

The office is located at the north end of the dance studio.  Students are reminded that the office is not a pass through to the dance studio. You are welcome in the office at any time to say “good morning,” seek help with problems, or to get information.  Please do not hesitate to come in.

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STUDENT ACTIVITIES and PERFORMANCES

Many special activities are provided for students during the school year. Activities may include performances, gallery visits, demonstrations, seminars, or field trips. Activities are publicized as information becomes available.


Student performances are an important part of the learning process and are components of assessment of skills.  Advance notice will be given regarding student performances (including Gallery openings) and evening or afternoon rehearsals. Refer to our web page for performance and rehearsal dates. Students/parents are to notify the instructors with performance and rehearsal conflicts in advance. Rehearsals and performances or gallery openings are mandatory, and are part of the student’s grade. Students who miss Dress Rehearsal may be prevented from performing. Each instructor has a rubric for rehearsal and performance grades.  Students should check all performance and rehearsal dates for conflicts prior to accepting positions or roles in other productions and for scheduling work hours or sports activities.


Students enrolled in the center are expected to attend performances or exhibits given by fellow students in their own, as well as other, art areas.  Students are encouraged and expected to attend professional and/or community performances and arts shows or cultural events offered during the year, either on their own, or on a field trip. Announcements of upcoming events will be posted, and field/work trips arranged as deemed appropriate.  Students should expect to pay admission fees when charged.

MAINTENANCE OF CENTER SPACES   
Students are responsible for the maintenance of spaces and are encouraged to monitor how the facility looks at all times.  Destruction of any property will not be tolerated.


It is the responsibility of dancers to keep all clothes, shoes, etc., off the floor or benches in all dressing rooms.  The custodial staff insists that floors and benches remain free of clothing, books, shoes, etc.  Things left on the floor will be thrown away.  All items must be secured in a locked locker at all times.  

Street shoes are not allowed on the dance studio floor.
All students are expected to take extraordinary care of props, costumes, artwork, musical instruments, etc.  Visual artists are expected to respect the property of all artists and to store all work and supplies as directed.  


The main stage at Henrico High School is to be kept clean and properly set up at all times. No food or drinks are allowed in the auditorium or stage area.

Telephones in the Center offices are not to be used by students without specific permission from a staff member. This rule has been abused frequently in the past.  Unauthorized use of phones will result in disciplinary action. Parents with emergency calls should use the main Henrico High School number for faster communication with the student’s teacher. Cell Phones are to be OFF during the school day and during after school rehearsals and performances.  That means not on silence or vibration – OFF!

VISITORS


Upon arrival on campus, all visitors must report to the main office and state their business.  No contact with students by visitors will be allowed during the school day unless approved by the administration.  No campus passes will be allowed for any purpose to students from other schools unless permission has been obtained from the principal prior to the visit.  Non CFA students are not allowed in classrooms or studios without permission from instructors.

STUDENT CONDUCT and DECORUM 

Students attending the Center for the Arts are expected to demonstrate the highest degree of citizenship and decorum, and to practice safety and respect of all. Students are required to exhibit self- discipline, maturity, and judgment in dealing with peers, guests, and professional instructors in academic and arts classes.  It is never appropriate to physically or verbally assault, threaten, harass students and staff or vandalize, steal, or misuse property, or undermine the value of the CFA or Henrico events or gatherings. Students who have difficulty maintaining excellent self-discipline, decorum, and good citizenship will be counseled to determine possible solutions and remedies. Appropriate steps will be taken to address all discipline problems. Continued discipline problems will be cause to determine eligibility to remain in the center.  

All students attending the Center for the Arts are subject to the Henrico County Code of Student Conduct as a minimum expectation for behavior and judgment.  In addition, students are responsible for adhering to all rules and regulations that govern student life at Henrico High School, and the rules and regulations as set out in the Center for the Arts Handbook


Students must mark all dance clothing and other important items with their names, initials, or some identifying icon.  Students are strongly discouraged from lending or sharing any class items, and students should not share lockers. Students should close and lock all personal items in lockers while in class.  
HOMEWORK/MAKE UP WORK/TESTS


Homework assignments will depend upon class and curriculum.  When a student is absent, it is his/her responsibility to talk with the instructor or check on-line assignments to arrange for make-up. As a general rule, tests and all performance assessments must be made up the within the first days back to school after an excused absence. No performance evaluations or tests will be allowed for unexcused absences or tardies.
Individual instructors schedule performance assessments and tests.  Graded items may include completion of assignments, classroom work and participation, announced and unannounced quizzes, performance assessments, written assignments, tests, projects, and performances.  The Center for the Arts follows Henrico County’s nine-week grading period with interim reports, and exams at the end of the semester. The chairman reviews quarterly grades, and warnings of grade problems are addressed through a letter or conference. Students are reminded of the CFA grade requirement. See page 6.
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The Governor’s School for the Visual and Performing Arts Summer Program application information is announced in the fall. Areas for the Governor’s School are Visual Art, Vocal and Instrumental Music, Theatre, and Dance.  Henrico County participates in sending students to the state auditions held on the first Saturday in January. Individual schools may submit only a few names for each of the above areas to attend auditions.  In - house auditions are generally held in October.  Names of students are submitted by the county to the state in November. If chosen by the state to attend Governor’s School, students spend four weeks in July at Christopher Newport University, at the county’s expense. It is a great honor to be chosen and a great educational experience to attend. This past summer, Meredith Argenzio, Carson Jones, and Melody Milleker from Visual Arts attended the Governor’s School.
National Art Honors and Thespians are available to all students, full time and part time.  Each group has specific requirements.  Additional information may be obtained from Mr. Ritter for Thespians and Ms. Scurlock and Ms. Dowdy for National Art Honors.
LOCKERS
Lockers are provided for students in the dance and theatre studios are to be used for center related items only.  Students will not be allowed to use center lockers in the Dance and Theatre classrooms at any time other than their scheduled class periods, and before or after school. All students must put a Master combination lock on their locker, and provide the combination to teachers.  Lockers for books may be provided in other locations on campus. Music Theatre   students may access their lockers between all classes.

Student may not share lockers with any other students at any time.  The administration reserves the right to search any locker with reasonable cause.
The CFA cannot be responsible for missing items left out of lockers. Dance clothing and items left on the locker room floor may be thrown away.   It is the responsibility of each student to have supplies for classes as they are needed and described by the teacher.

CLINIC

The Henrico High School clinic is located adjacent to the north office and is open during school hours.  Any student needing routine, temporary or limited medical assistance must obtain a campus pass from his/her instructor to go to the clinic.  By law, no medicine or drugs may be administered.  Accidents and emergencies should be reported immediately to a staff member.

FIRE DRILLS 

Fire drills are called periodically.  Everyone must leave the room according to the instructor’s directions and remain quietly at the designated space to await further instructions.
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Center for the Arts

Students in dance, theatre, music theatre, and visual arts are provided an environment in which they may achieve the highest possible artistic, intellectual, physical, and ethical standards as individuals and responsible citizens.

OBJECTIVES
To provide in-depth training in Theatre, Dance, Musical Theatre and Visual Arts so that students may achieve personal fulfillment and proficiency in their chosen art form

To offer knowledge of artistic skills necessary for successful careers both in and out of the arts, and knowledge of the social and cultural impact of the arts on society

To provide faculty and resident artists who pursue professional arts careers: these people are in touch with the professional world in which the students may enter

To provide on-going career guidance toward post-secondary education and professional arts development

To provide opportunities for student participation in performances and presentations, showcasing student achievement

CURRICULUM AND INSTRUCTION 


The curriculum for each of the arts programs provides a focused and intense course of study designed to develop both technical and conceptual skills.  The curriculum is designed to be challenging and to provide for a wide range of topics and studies, resulting in an equally wide area of expertise and responsibility.
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CURRICULUM AND INSTRUCTION continued   

In addition to classroom and studio instruction, the curriculum provides opportunities for students to exhibit achievement in performances and gallery openings.  Student performance is critical in the development of art forms, and performance is an expectation for students enrolled in center programs.  Students are encouraged to study with professionals in the community, and will be required to attend performances, presentations, or exhibits, to meet class requirements.

COURSE CREDIT/GRADE REVIEW


Students receive two Carnegie units of credit for each year successfully completed.  Students in the dance, theatre, and vocal music theatre programs earn physical education credits as well as fine arts credits in grades 9 and 10.  Students enrolled in level III and IV classes receive honors weighted credit.  Credits earned will fulfill the fine arts graduation requirements and/or additional elective graduation requirements.  A Specialty Center diploma will be awarded to students who successfully complete two or more years in the Center for the Arts, with the last year being the senior year.

Your grades are an indication of your success and progress in all of your classes.  Making and keeping good grades in all your high school classes cannot be over emphasized. You have been chosen for a Specialty Center! We expect you to excel in your CFA classes. A CFA grade below a B will initiate a conversation about your commitment and dedication to your achievement in the arts. Grades earned in all classes will be reviewed and academic success will be celebrated. Your grade point average (GPA) is calculated only on classes that students are enrolled in each grading period. The minimum GPA expectation for all students is 2.5. Students who are having difficulty will be counseled to determine possible solutions and remedies, will be placed on probation, and may jeopardize eligibility to remain in the center if grades do not show improvement.  It is imperative that students and parents understand the importance of academic and artistic achievement.


Students should have their supplies, computers, dance or theatre clothes, and all other required class materials every day.  Failure to do so will result in a lower daily grade.  Parents and students are reminded that the daily grade is a very important factor in the nine weeks grade and should not be taken lightly.

Academic and artistic achievement is your most valuable assets.  

Assume responsibility for your highest achievement.

TEXTBOOKS AND SUPPLIES


The individual class instructors issue textbooks, costumes, and materials, etc., to students.  Each student is responsible for the proper care of all materials.  The student must pay for lost or damaged books, costumes, and/or materials.
Students must mark all dance clothing and other important items with their names, initials, or some identifying icon.  Students are strongly discouraged from lending or sharing any class items, and students should not share lockers. Students should close and lock all personal items in lockers while in class.  
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HOURS AND DAYS OF OPERATION


Students attend the Center for the Arts every day, Monday through Friday, starting the first day of school in September.  The program operates during the regular school year and follows the HCPS calendar.  Bus transportation on early release days will be coordinated with each home school through the Pupil Transportation Office.  HCPS Pupil Transportation phone number is 226-5577.  
ATTENDANCE  

All students are expected to attend classes on time every day, ready to work, and properly attired.  Unexcused tardies and absences will result in disciplinary action and the opportunity to make up work restricted.  All students arriving late to school should report directly to the Attendance Office for a pass to class.  Missing the bus is an unexcused absence or tardy.  Absences are excused if students bring a written note from parents upon returning to school, in compliance with Henrico County’s attendance guidelines. Notes should be given to the attendance office where students will receive an “excused” pass to be shown to teachers.  There are no provisions for the home school to send written excuses from parents to the Center for the Arts.  A separate note is required.


Students may be excused from participation in a CFA activity due to illness or injury for up to two days with parental notification, by letter or email, to the CFA teacher.  Should an illness or injury require a student to “sit out” three or more days, we will need a note from an attending physician.  


Chronic absences, truancy or tardiness are serious problems and undermine a student’s ability to meet the Center’s expectations and standards. Absences impede progress and should be kept at a minimum.  Excessive absences, excused and unexcused, will warrant a review of attendance history, question student’s commitment to the curriculum, and may result in a recommendation for dismissal from the center.


Part time students must present a written note from parents to their CFA teacher to be excused from Henrico to attend home high school events prior to the event. Early dismissals must be arranged through the attendance office at all times.

HONOR SOCIETIES AND GOVERNOR’S SCHOOL 
Students at different grade levels become eligible for membership in National Honor Society, Beta Club, National Art Honor Society, and Thespians.  Students in the 11th and 10th grades may apply for The Governor’s School for the Visual and Performing Arts.  Details for each activity or club, such as qualifications and application deadlines are different.  It is the student’s responsibility to listen to announcements or find information pertaining to meetings and/or applications for any of these groups. 

Part time students applying for NHS and Beta Club usually apply through their home school, and are reminded to note on the application that they are taking classes at the CFA. Students should take the responsibility to get recommendations and all paper work to and from Henrico teachers, who will be happy to assist you.  In all cases, do not expect teachers to provide recommendations at the last minute.
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GENERAL INFORMATION


TRANSPORTATION


Bus transportation is provided by Henrico County Public Schools for students to attend the Center for the Arts at Henrico High School all day or for the am or pm half-day programs. 

The Center for the Arts has no provisions for transportation for students who miss their bus.  It will be the responsibility of parents of students who miss busses to arrange transportation.

Varina and Tucker will leave classes at 12:10 on Monday.  All other schools will leave with the bell at the end of class, catching buses 5 minutes after the end of class.

Tuesday – Friday – all schools will leave classes with the bell, catching the bus 5 minutes after the end of class.

Most students are assigned “A” lunch at Henrico for travel purposes.

5th block study hall students may have a different lunch schedule. 

Student Drivers and Passengers – PART TIME

Parents may allow students to drive to and from school, but it is the responsibility of students and parents to abide by the rules as stated by Henrico County Public Schools regarding student drivers. Students must register their cars at Henrico, and need a current parking permit and decal from their home school.  Because we are very concerned with student safety and time in class, please keep in mind the following additional rules and regulations:

· Students may ride with other student drivers from the same high school as long as a permission form, available from the CFA office, has been filled out and approved by all parents involved, with home and Henrico H. S. administrator’s signatures.  A copy must be on file in the CFA office.  All changes in driver/rider status must be submitted in writing.  Obtain Drve/pass.Perm.form 2009-2010 from the Chairman
· Drivers may not go to any another high school to pick up students.

· All drivers and their riders are subject to the tardy policies of Henrico High School.  Car related excuses are generally unexcused, including traffic tickets and various car troubles.
· PM students who receive unexcused tardies to school may be required to attend pm detentions, Saturday school, and /or forfeit their driving privileges.
All students must follow rules and regulations regarding parking, and respect the authority of the security officer in the parking lot.  The parking areas are off- limits at all times except when a student arrives at school or leaves the premises.  Students are not to use their cars as lockers, or loiter in or around vehicles.   Do not bring fast food bags/cups/food onto campus when traveling from home schools.
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COURSE OFFERINGS & DESCRIPTIONS


INTEGRATED ARTS


Students from each area will become familiar with terms, techniques, history, artistic movements and the social importance of the arts to society and culture by looking at the arts as a whole.  Students can expect to gain a common understanding of the language of the arts, and an appreciation for the knowledge and skills of each discipline.


Students can expect strenuous work in the following areas in each level of classes, making appropriate adjustments for proficiency levels.


THEATRE





ACTING:  an understanding of concentration, stage

vocabulary, personal identification, monologues, 

contemporary scene study, staging, character studies,

and vocal development.

MOVEMENT:  a knowledge of the physical areas of the stage, the use of the body in characterization, vocabulary, dance techniques, warm-up routines, and an understanding of how the body functions as a tool for the actor.

IMPROVISATION:  an exploration of the actor’s personal identification with the factors of space and environment, development of qualities unique to his/her own being, ensemble work, development of creativity and movement, pantomime, slow motion, sound projection and simple staging.

CREATIVE WRITING: a focus on the process of creative writing for use on the stage, promotional materials, critiques, monologues, and ensemble theatre pieces.

DRAMATIC LITERATURE: a survey of dramatic literature from Greek drama to the present day, various reading selections, and critical theory.

PERFORMANCE: the study and rehearsal of specific work as result of classroom curriculum performed for a variety of audiences. Emphasis will be placed on preparation process and performance experience.
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DANCE






BALLET: basic movement and 

vocabulary used as a foundation for  

additional work in intermediate and 

advanced levels, to achieve balletic grace
and presence; the appropriate approach to a ballet class sequencing and etiquette. 

MODERN DANCE: the basic movement concepts and different techniques of today to develop creative and mentally challenging dance forms.

JAZZ: the physical dynamic movement based on ballet and modern with emphasis on stylized technique and form, including lyrical movement.

VARIETY DANCE: classes and workshops developed to introduce main cultural forces in the history of man with an emphasis on African, Latin, folk and character dance, tap, swing, ballroom, etc.

KINESIOLOGY:  study of muscular, skeletal, cardiovascular, and neurological systems as they relate to movement, dance therapy and relaxation techniques.

COMPOSITION: the basic elements of movement composition, including improvisation,  and choreography for specific assignments.

PERFORMANCE: a knowledge and practice in specific choreography resulting from classroom curriculum, preparation process for performance, and performance experience.

VISUAL ART


SKILLS: development and refinement of skills in 

drawing, painting, sculpture, printmaking, ceramics, 

crafts, design, computer technology, and mixed media.
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CONCEPTS: instruction in the elements of art, principles of design and composition, advertising and multi-media communication.

HISTORY: American and International art history, styles of art, subject matter, mass media, and architecture.

ARTIST’S VOCABULARY: the terminology applicable to all concepts, materials, methodologies, and stylistic movements.

RELATED AREAS: the study of aesthetics, related arts such as music, dance and theatre, artistic research and critique, museum and gallery visits and exhibitions.

MUSIC: a physical and verbal knowledge of 

vocal production, sight reading, music theory, 

music history, composition, and arranging.

ACTING: an exploration of character studies 

and personal development, script and scene 

analysis, staging, vocabulary, improvisation, and history.

DANCE: physical and verbal knowledge of ballet, jazz, tap, variety dances, vocabulary, choreographic concepts, and history.

ENSEMBLE: gain through group work knowledge of musical production, repertoire, evaluation techniques, performances, demonstration of choreographic principles, processes, and structures.
